Ohio State recently announced that it has moved into the top 10 public research
universities in the country and is now ranked 15th among all public and private
institutions! Our college has played an integral role in helping the university to
reach this significant milestone. In the past year alone, four of our faculty were
awarded multimillion dollar grants from very competitive funding agencies to
support their research projects. The college continues to invest substantially in
its research infrastructure by renovating facilities, purchasing state-of-the-art
equipment, and supporting hundreds of students who work alongside faculty
mentors as they pursue their own research projects.

| am especially proud of the way that our faculty have seamlessly blended their
research and education programs. In addition to graduate training, we have
extended the reach of our research programs to suffuse undergraduate curricula.
Biological sciences faculty regularly receive grants solely for the purpose of
supporting undergraduate research, and they teach courses that require students
to conduct original projects. The college supports undergraduate research with
designated scholarships, grants, and travel awards to students, and we highlight
their research projects in our annual College Colloquium.
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We are also working hard to renovate Jennings Hall, formerly the Botany and
Zoology Building (B&Z), to accommodate and enhance our undergraduate
teaching programs. The Jennings renovation is our top priority for fund raising,
and we hope you will find it worthy of your support.

Please take a few minutes to look over the numbers of the past year and to see
how we continue to improve. We welcome any feedback you wish to offer on
our programs, for we rely on our alumni and friends to help ground our efforts
in larger contexts. We are always happy to hear from you, whether it is to share
news of your own, to offer a perspective on an issue we face, or to respond to
requests for information.
